• From one of these books, choose a scene to illustrate on an 8 ½” x 11" piece of sturdy 

 poster  paper 

•  You  may back it with a slightly larger piece of colored construction paper to make a  

  border around it. 

•  On the front, with the picture, have the  title of the  book. 

•  On the back, attach an 8-10 sentence (typed is encouraged) summary of the scene you have 

pictured. 

•  Include the title and author of your book. 

•  Using strong verbs and adjectives, explain the main idea of your picture,  

      and include just enough important details to support the main idea. 

•  Describe the setting; clarify which characters (if any) Populate your picture: 

• Add a closing sentence if one seems to be needed. 

• Arrange your sentences in the best order. 

• Review your writing and ask someone older to check it. 

•  Revise and edit your first draft, then attach your neat, final copy to the back of your 

picture. 

• Bring this to school with you the first day of school.
